(I)    INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUPPLY OF METEOROLOGICAL DATA
1.        Introduction

         
  The India Meteorological Department has a large holding of meteorological data collected over the last 130 years. These data consist of Surface, Upper Air, Radiation, Rainfall, Marine, Air Pollution, Precipitation chemistry, Autographic, Agromet etc.  The existing rates and "Instructions for supply of Meteorological Data- 2002" were approved by 56th CMAS for a period of three years.  These have been now revised and approved by the competent authority, keeping in view the appreciable increase in the consumables, computing etc.  The revised rates will come in to force with immediate effect for a period of 3 years.  Beyond this period till next revision take place, the price of the data shall be escalated by 10% per annum.
2.        General

2.1 Parties  requesting for data may be classified into 2  categories  as  under :-

                Category   I          Indian Parties

                Category   lI          Foreign Parties

2.2 In  cases  of request for significant volume of  data,  it  would  be desirable  to ascertain the purpose for which data are  required  including  whether  data  requisitioned will  be utilised for their  own  purpose  or  for     transmission to any other national/ foreign party.

2.3 Requests from research scholars and educational institutions are to be dealt as per 

section 9.3.

2.4    In  case  of  demand of data  from  foreign  nationals  sponsored  by government  or  other agencies, the data may not be  supplied  directly  to these individuals but supplied to the sponsoring agencies only.   

2.5
Regarding Secret data, H.Q.'s concurrence must be obtained before supply, furnishing full details of party and the purpose. Restricted data can, however, be supplied by ADGM(R) only to Govt. (Central/ State)  organizations without referring to HQs. In all other cases, the matter may be referred to HQs for approval. Data may be dispatched to a responsible officer by registered post.  No reference may, however, be made in case of  data which are likely to be published in due course and also  that  data which  are already being included in publications (IDWRs, RDWRs, etc.) as a routine. 

2.6  In  case data required by the party has been already  published,  the parties  may    preferably  be  asked to refer/  purchase  the  relevant  IMD publications.  

2.7     Xeroxing of autographic charts for supply is not to be done without HQ's prior approval.   
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2.8    In order to discourage the creation of parallel data banks, bulk supply of data should be discouraged. Any single data request exceeding 1, 00,000 records or 10 MB size data should be treated as bulk supply for the above purpose. However, in special cases         ADGM(R), Pune may authorise supply of bulk data and in such cases Hqrs. may be kept informed.   This does not apply to data that are being received on reciprocal basis from foreign Met. Services or where data have to be supplied  in pursuance  of  international  commitments. But DGM's permission is to be obtained in such cases. 

2.9   Supply of current weather data to newspapers etc., like daily temperature, rainfall and forecasts/ warnings as in the Indian Daily Weather Report need not be charged from newspapers and Doordarshan / AIR. If news papers or media want old data (older than 5 years) from the archives then the existing rules may be followed for such data supply.

2.10  Charges for retrieving the data through computer should include the cost of computer time involved and time spent by the programmers in developing retrieval / special programmes as additional charges. These will be as follows:
                               i)        Rs.50/- for every 100 records of each type of data (or part thereof)

            ii)       Rs.415/- as computer programming charges for each type of data

           iii)       Supply of data on CDs will be made by registered post only.   

2.11    For manual copying of different meteorological parameters, viz.  temperature, pressure,     

           wind, rainfall, etc., 2 minutes', copying charges for 3 such  met. Parameters may be  

           levied. However, if copying is required to be done from autographic data, 2 minutes',  

           copying charge per parameter may  be  levied because  in this case analysis is also  

           required to be done in  addition  to copying. 

2.12 Actual charges for packing and forwarding (postal, insurance etc.) are also to be included in the final cost, wherever required. 

2.13  Before forwarding the data, parties may be informed that the data are for their exclusive          use only and under no circumstances, these data, in full, part or in any other form, are to be          transmitted /supplied to any other media/agencies.  An undertaking to this effect, as given at appendix -3 is to be taken from all parties.                                               

2.14 Publications which are marked "For Departmental/ Official use only" are not to be supplied to non-IMD parties except with the permission of HQ.

2.15  Normally, the charges should be collected from the parties concerned prior to the supply of           

         data. In case of Government Organizations, however, advance payments, at times, may not                                                                                                             

         be insisted upon but their  concurrence to  payment  may  be obtained. Recoveries             

         should be made  in  cash/  demand draft and the amounts recovered as early as possible.

2.16   Procedures, formats and undertaking for procurement of meteorological data are given in
 Appendix 1 - 5.

3    Calculation of charges for data cost

3.1.1 Data cost of each type has been worked out on the basis  of the number of man hours

   involved in collection of that data, cost of  materials/  consumables  used,  cost  of    

   scrutiny, keying/ verification  and archival of data. The cost of the ground based  
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equipment belonging to IMD has also been taken into account.  The details of calculation    

of cost per record for various  types  of data are given at Enclosure II.

3.2    Cost is to be charged per record basis from an user. Cost for each  type  of  data, viz.,   

   surface, autographic, RS/RW, PB, radiation  (global  and diffuse), rainfall, marine,    

   agromet and atmospheric  turbidity  data, etc. is to be levied  as  per  rates given at 
   Enclosure I.
3.2.1 In case only few parameters (less than 50% of parameters) from a data record are to be supplied, 50% of cost of records will be charged, otherwise 100%of the cost will be levied.

3.2.2 Service tax (ST) has to be levied on total cost (cost of the data + programming charge + packing charges or forwarding charges etc.). The rates of ST are to be taken as per government notification from time to time. The account of ST levied, is to be maintained separately and reported to Head Office/ H.Q. The information alongwith the details of parties with whom data supply are to be made.

3.2.3 Invoice/intimation on ST to the party may be made accordingly, if required. 
3.3 Charges for Derived/ Mean data

3.3.1. As is known, considerable effort and cost are involved in converting basic data (as observed) to derived parameters (i.e.  means, extremes, etc.). It is, therefore, desirable to ask the parties demanding these data to share part of this cost too. The charges for derived parameters (means, extremes, etc.), are to be levied as per the following formulae :-

a) For such data, whose means, extremes etc. are supplied, the  number of actual records  

        of derived data being  supplied  to the  party should first be multiplied by a factor as  

        given below and  then charged as per the rates given at Enclosure I for  that type of  

        data :

(i) Weekly data, multiply by    2

(ii) Monthly data, multiply by    5

(iii) Yearly data, multiply by     10

(iv) Extreme data, multiply by  50

 b)   For annual rainfall data normal, the cost of the data is worked out as : Number of   stations X multiplying factor (50) X basic rainfall data cost ….

3.3.2. For the stations which are not figuring in the climatological tables 1951-80, the following procedure may be followed to work out the cost for the preparation of extreme values :

               (i)       Computer charges will be taken on the input records involved.

               (ii)      The data cost will be on the output records.

               (iii)     Special programming charges of Rs. 750/- may be added as these 

                         programmes are to be written exclusively for this purpose only.

3.3.3. Cost estimates for supply of climatological normals (1951-80) for a single station is given in Encl. VI.
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      a)      If a xerox copy of the data (Normals) is to be supplied for the party,     

                  the minimum cost of Rs. 125/- for a single station may be levied.

      b)     As the normal consists of extreme values, the cost is worked out as  

              follows for one station :




One station consists of approximately 40 extreme values (maximum and minimum temperatures each 12 monthly values, rainfall 12 monthly values and one yearly value each for the above 3 parameters)          

   


The 40 extreme values with mean values of other parameters can be considered as 40 records.  Being extreme value records, each one has to be multiplied by 50 as per    above criteria 3.3.1 (a) (iv), number of records will be     40 x 50 = 2000 records.

3.3.4.          Cost for supply of the gridded climate data for 50 years;

a)  The cost of CD ROM of daily gridded data may be levied as Rs. 5000/- (Rs. Five 

        thousand only) from Indian party and US $ 300/- from foreign Party.

b)  The additional cost of the updated climate data for every five years on CD may be

 levied extra charges as Rs 500/- from Indian Party and US $ 30/- from foreign

  party.

c)  The cost of the gridded monthly data for 50 years may be levied as Rs 3000/- 

 from Indian party and US $ 150/- from foreign party.

d)  The same policy is applicable for supply gridded data of all meteorological 

 parameters.

                  e)    Gridded climate data may not be treated as a climatological publication.







































4. Charges for Indian Parties

4.1. All Indian parties will be charged for the data cost as given at Enclosure I, as well as for its copying and overhead charges, wherever applicable. Normally, petty enquiries may also be charged. 

4.2. When  the  manual copying work ( by  IMD  staff  )  in supplying  data is one man day or less, then in addition to  data cost,  a charge of Rs. 720/- may be levied and this work is to be managed  during office hours.

4.3. When the manual copying work (by IMD staff) is more than one man day, staff may be engaged on overtime basis. Besides the data cost, OTA paid to them may also be charged from the party. The staff shall be paid OTA as permissible under the rules under the powers of Head of Offices. An overhead charge of Rs 350/- per man day, or part thereof, shall also be levied to the party in such cases.

4.4. If  a  party  sends its  representative  to  copy  the unpublished data, an overhead charges of Rs. 350/- per man  day,  or part thereof, should be charged in addition to the data cost.

4.5. In case data is copied by the agency's representative from published records of IMD, No charges will be levied.
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5.        Charges for Foreign Parties  

5.1. All requests for bulk data from foreign parties, embassy personnel, either direct or through their offices, will be referred to HQs and bulk data will be supplied only after HQs approval.

5.2. All foreign parties will be charged for the data cost, as given at Enclosure I, as well as for data copying and overhead charges, as applicable. The details of calculation of cost of meteorological data to be charged from foreign parties are given at Enclosure III.

5.3. In case manual copying is done from published records data cost is also to be levied.

5.4. When  the  manual  copying  work  (by  IMD  staff)  in supplying data is one man day or less, in addition to data  cost, a  charge  of Rs 1200/- is to be levied and work is to be managed  during office hours.

5.5. When the manual copying work involved is more than one man day, the staff will be engaged on OTA basis which should be recovered from the party along with the data cost.  Besides  OTA amount,  the  party may also be levied overhead  charges  of                   Rs. 500/-  per man day or part thereof, subject to a minimum  of  Rs. 1000/-

5.6.
Service tax (ST) to be levied on total cost (cost of the data + preparing charge + packing charges or forwarding charges etc.). The rate of ST has to be taken as per government notification from time to time.

5.7. Foreign parties should be asked to pay the charges preferably in US Dollars as per the rates given at Enclosure I.

5.8. Foreign parties/ embassy personnel etc., located in India should, however, be charged in Indian currency only.

6.        Non Aviation Forecasts/ Weather Reports

6.1.      The non-aviation forecast issued by IMD, consist of the following categories.

(i) Cyclone warnings issued to Govt. and Port Authorities.

(ii) Fisheries warnings issued to Govt.  Fishery officials.

(iii)  Weather forecasts issued to Press, AIR, Doordarshan and general public on   demand (through telephone etc.)

(iv) Weather forecasts/ warnings issued to public sector undertakings (ONGC/ Dock authorities/ Food Corporation of India etc.) and to private parties on request.

6.2. Items 6.1.  (i) to (iii) above  are  general  weather bulletins and warnings issued by IMD to Govt., Press and for Public utility and hence need not be charged.
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6.3. Weather forecasts/ warnings issued to public sector undertakings (ONGC Dock authorities/ Food Corporation of India etc.)  and to private parties on request and Semi-Govt.  agencies, may be levied at  the following rates :

    a)    Indian and foreign parties @ Rs 1000/- and Rs. 2000/- respectively, for one day weather forecast based on 03 and/or 12 UTC charts.

In addition, Rs. 100/- may also be levied for each weather warning/ forecast towards   fax charge, as applicable.

b)  An amount of Rs. 1500/- and Rs. 3000/- may  be  levied from Indian parties and foreign parties respectively, for  supply of  one  day weather report issued to various  shipping  services (Surveyors) for the purpose of insurance claim etc.

In addition Rs.100/- may be charged towards fax charge as applicable.

7.     Supply of Astronomical Data 

7.1  Data may be supplied free of cost to (a) Media (b) Panchang makers with whom PAC has got interaction to get their valuable suggestions in fixing the festival and translating in regional languages (c) All department under MoES.

7.2   Charges for supply of astronomical data may be levied from Govt., Semi Govt. organizations, Public undertaking or private agencies except for the Home Ministry enquiries clarification etc.

7.3 Charges for monthly star charts and astronomical bulletins may be levied at the rate of Rs. 30/- per month and Rs.15/- per month respectively.  Charges for both together may be levied at Rs. 40/- only.

7.4   Annual subscription rate for monthly star charts along with astronomical bulletins may be Rs. 500/- that for monthly star chart Rs. 400/- and for astronomical bulletin Rs. 200/- may be levied.  Postal charges are to be levied separately. 

7.5   Revenue earned from selling xerox copies made from already published books (IAE, RP, etc) need not be sent to Controller of Publication.  However, regular publications revenue will go to the Controller of Publication.

7.6   In all the cases, of astronomical data system charges may be doubled and levied from the foreign parties.

7.7   Charges are levied for unpublished data are given under Enclosure IX. 

8.        Charges for supply of publications

8.1 Publications, whose prices have already been fixed by the Director of Publications (Government of India), will be sold at these prices.

8.2   Cost of "Unpriced" publications, as approved by HQ, may be charged from the parties at the price fixed by HQ.
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8.3   In case any party desires to have the data xeroxed from IMD publications, the charges @ Rs. 2.00 per page may be levied subject to a minimum of Rs. 50/- In case, a complete publication (if out of print) is required to be xeroxed, it should be done at Rs. 2.00 per page subject to a minimum charge of Rs. 100/-

8.4 Minimum charges of Rs. 50/- may be levied towards photocopying of non IMD/Foreign periodical publications (up to 25 pages) .In case of more pages it should be done at Rs.2.00 per page. For students the minimum charges may be levied as Rs 25/-

8.5   Additional packing and postal actual charges to be levied while supplying publications/data.

8.6   Fixing the charges for supply of publications to foreign parties. The foreign sale price of a publication may be fixed by multiplying a  inland sale price (actual price +60% overhead)  by 2.50 (i.e. Inland price of Rs. 100/- will be computed as 100 x 2.5 = Rs. 250/- for foreign price). The amount, thus worked out, may be converted in terms of dollars and pounds on the basis of conversion rates prevalent at the time of the publication, as notified by the Government of India/ Reserve Bank of India.

8.7   The priced publications which are old departmental publications whose price is less than Rs. 50/-, minimum Rs. 50/- may be charged for supply of the same.                                                                                       

9.        Special provision

9.1  The above provisions will not apply to the cases  where in IMD  data are to be routinely supplied to foreign  meteorological services  under  WMO  agreement  or  under  other   international commitments. These cases will be regulated as per the provisions of WMO or the respective international agencies of which IMD is a Member.

9.2 Departments/Institutes under MOES

9.2.1 Data  will  be  supplied without  any  charge  to  the National Centre for Medium Range Weather Forecasting (NCMRWF)  , IITM, DOD,INCOIS etc. institutes under MOES .

9.2.2 Departments/Institutes under MOES should apply for data with proper recommendation         from their Heads and a brief write up of their proposed project.

9.3    Research/Educational Institutes

9.3.1   Research /Educational Institutes other than those which come under the Ministry of  Earth Science should register with I.M.D. with their  specific details of project so that data can be given to them free of cost. The registration charges Rs 5000/- and renewal fee Rs 1000/- per annum must be levied from the institute. 

9.3.2    Students and Researchers should submit their authenticity and bonafide certificates from the heads of colleges/institutes to get the data. They should avoid undesirable hoarding of data by individuals.

9.3.3    If institutional research works/projects are funded by internal (self) or external bodies like Govt. or others. Data can be supplied on a concessional basis by levying the charge as only 5% of data cost.
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9.3.4   The data is not to be released without registration and renewal with IMD. The data may be 

           supplied to the institute after allotment of registration number and yearly renewal of 

           registration subsequently in case of completion of one year in registration. 

9.3.5   Foreign research scholars are to be considered as in above at par with research parties in

           India and charges of data supply may be levied suitably depending on the rupee
           conversion.

9.4   However, for Central/State Government agencies and other private parties both the data                                        and computer charges may be levied as per the rules.

9.5   Supply of bulk amount of data (exceeding 1,00,000 data records or 10 MB size data) to the foreign parties should not be made without HQ’s prior approval.

9.6  Heads of offices at the Sub-Offices of IMD and DDGM(A&S)/ DDGM  Incharge of publication at HQ may  allow  supply  of petty  amount of data (not exceeding 1,00,000 data records or 10 MB size data) to  the Indian &  Foreign  parties  as  per  the  provisions  of  these instructions. The sub-offices should send half-yearly  returns to HQ   (Publication)  regularly  in  respect  of  all  such   cases indicating the name of foreign party, data supplied, cost charged etc.

9.7  Notwithstanding any of the provisions mentioned above, DGM may relax or waive off charges etc. in very exceptional cases for supply of small quantity of data as and when considered necessary.

10. General

10.1 Shooting films of Met. Office.

The charges to be levied for filming will be Rs 10,000/- per day (for one day's shooting)  but not less than Rs 5000/- for 4 hours or less with  following restrictions.

(a) No sensitive / restricted areas will be exposed to the camera.

(b) No policy / secret / controversial matter of IMD will be discussed during the filming.

(c) The filming will be supervised by a Senior Officer and should be released only on written approval of competent authority.

(d) Two copies of the recorded cassettes should be supplied to this office free of cost for archival at Pune and HQs.

10.2   Charges for wind-rose diagrams are as follows:

 Wind-rose diagram prepared for a station based on 10 years or less data, then charges for such diagrams have been levied as Rs 2300/- per station both for 0300 and 1200 UTC.

(i)  If the wind-rose diagram has been prepared based on more than 10 years data, then charges for such wind-rose diagrams have been levied as Rs. 3450/- per station both for 0300 and 1200 UTC.

10.3 
The cost of one data set of Doppler weather radar products may be levied as Rs. 100/- from Indian party and $ 5 from foreign party.  Remaining charges i.e. man power required for collection of data, incidental charges etc. may also be levied as usual as taken in case of other meteorological data.

Rates for supply of satellite imagery and products are given at Enclosure VII.

10.5 
Rates for supply of seismic data are given at Enclosure VIIII These rates will be reviewed after three years.

(II)     SUPPLY  OF  PERIODICAL  WEATHER  REPORTS
(i) The India Meteorological Department publishes various types of periodical weather reports to cater to the needs of a large number of user interests like Irrigation, Flood Control, Railways, Public Works Department, Agriculture, Shipping, Fisheries, Research Organisation, and General Public etc.  All India Weather Summary (AIWS) is published by DDGM (WF), Pune.  Regional Daily Weather Reports (RDWR) and State Daily Weather Reports (SDWR) are brought out by the concerned RMC and MCs respectively.  Weekly Weather Reports (WWR) and Indian Daily Weather Reports (IDWR) are published by DDGM (WF), Pune.  

(ii) The existing rates of these weather reports have been revised and approved by competent authority, keeping in view the appreciable increase in the general cost index, emoluments of staff engaged with the production of these reports, cost of consumables, printing etc.

(iii) The revised rates of periodical weather reports of IMD approved by competent authority l and given in Table 2 shall come in force with immediate effect for a period of next three years.

(iv) The subscribers will have to pay extra charges towards packing and postage, wherever required.

(v) Foreign parties located in India may be charged in Indian currency only.

(vi) Foreign parties located abroad should normally be charged in US Dollars as per the rates approved by competent authority and given in Table 2.

(vii) The details of calculation of cost of periodical weather reports to be charged from the foreign and Indian parties are given at Enclosure III and IV respectively.

(viii) Joint ventures (Indian and Foreign collaboration) @ Rs. 2000/- may be levied for supply of weather report for purpose of insurance claim.

(ix) Supply of weather reports to Defence establishments/ para military forces / Govt. offices / Indian Railways required by them in connection with assessment of damage caused to installation/materials due to weather calamities may be levied @  Rs. 1000/-.

(x) Supply of weather reports to police / courts in connection with criminal cases, departmental enquiry, etc., may be levied @ Rs. 1000/-. 

(xi) Weather graphics such as isobars/wind analysis can be supplied to the party charging Rs. 100/- per chart.

(xii) It is proposed to charge parties for supply/extraction by the party of weather parameters like wind, pressure, temperature and rainfall etc. from the analysed weather charts, the charges will be Rs 200/- per chart and Rs 400/- as overhead charges per man day or post thereof.

(xiii) Supply of seasonal and annual normal weather charts the charges will be Rs. 200/- per chart. 

(xiv)   Service tax (ST) to be levied on total cost (cost of the report + packing charges or forwarding charges etc.). The rates of ST are to be taken as per government notification from time to time.
